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Abstract: Commercial medical accelerators that generate therapeutic x-ray or electron beams have
been produced since the 1950. There are now more than 7000 such systems being used clinicaly
around the world. Despite being a mature technology alot of R&D is still required to improve these
machines, provide more effective modern treatments and scale the latest technology to more and
more users. This talk will highlight a few of these technologies that have been key to recent
developments at Elekta.
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
